For saws that I have previously sharpened, I can hold the price to $8.00 per foot provided they are clean and have been cared for. I would enjoy talking to you about your saws and the kind of work you do with them to ensure that I tune and set them to best meet your needs. I can repair and replace broken teeth on quality saws  I may also be able to help you procure more saws. Call me and we’ll talk about your saws!

You may ship your saws to me any time. Let me know when you need them back. I get a big backlog in the winter but if you need your saws back quickly I can accommodate that. You may ship saws to my Main Street address via UPS or Federal Express, Or to PO Box 91 via the US Postal Service. Please enclose your phone # and /or E-mail address, shipping address and mailing address if different. Please package saws securely in cardboard or bolted between strips of plywood. Please remove the handles and ensure that the teeth are sheathed adequately to protect the deliveryman 
I will return your saws, insured, by the least expensive method. I will invoice you – preferably by e-mail. I accept credit card payments as well as checks. I offer a discount for check payment.
